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Purpose
This brief guides you through the early stages of developing a creative project, moving from curiosity to a clearly defined subject. It is a tool for thinking, documenting, and reflecting on your ideas, the content that informs them, and how you might realize them.
Keynote: Inspiration often comes from personal experiences, materials you love, ways of making you enjoy, or moments in your life  it does not need to start as a fully abstract or conceptual idea. These early sparks are valid and essential starting points.
You will also collect supporting research in a Research Inventory folder (notes, sketches, images, video/audio), which will help you document the evolution of your idea into a subject.
Step 1: Clarifying Your Idea
[bookmark: a.-initial-idea-curiosity]1A. Initial Idea / Curiosity
Your first sparks may come from materials, techniques, personal experiences, or moments in your life. Inspiration does not have to start as a fully conceptual idea.
Prompts: 
1. Describe your initial idea or curiosity:
My inspirations came from the thought of expressing my journey and experience through physical form. Moreover, I am also interested in the sensibility of humans when they interact with different materials, so I decided that my piece would be a piece that would show both my progression through symbolism and invite viewers to experience the piece in their own ways.
1. Materials, techniques, or ways of making that inspired this idea: 
Materials: Fabric (Chiffon), Papers (either sheets or rolls), and fish wire
For ways of making the artwork, I’m thinking about folding, cutting paper, and hanging up the fabric in ways that would most likely bring out the flow of both materials, to have them interact and therefore, tell their stories.
1. Personal experiences that inform this idea: 
My personal experiences are the 5 years that I, gratefully, have experienced in the US. It allows me to grow and form the person that I am today. 
1. Optional: Attach sketch/photo: This is optional and it is preliminary to your more in-depth research
