Step 1: Vehicle – What You Already Know
These are the skills, techniques, materials, or experiences you already have that inform your project.
Prompts:
1. List a skill, material, technique, or experience you bring to this project:
Drawing (Sketching, Painting (dying?) fabric or (maybe embroidery?), and origami
2. How does this knowledge relate to your project?
The main idea of my project is to convey my journey through symbolism, so rather than a complex form of drawings or writing, I would prefer a simple ideology to be portrayed in both of the main materials that I will use.  
3. Notes / Reference – Where did this knowledge come from? How does it support your project?
I have always been interested in drawing since I was little, so my experience with drawings came from there. The sewing on fabric, though I am not really proficient with it, came from my elementary class, as our school used to make us do little embroidery homework.

Step 2: Topic – What You Need to Explore
These are questions, materials, concepts, or areas you need to research to develop your project further.
Prompts:
1. Identify a topic, question, or area to research:
How could I form the materials in a way that would have the most impact? 
2. Why is this topic important for your project?
I think the act so materiality of fabric is very important to my project because a huge part of my project is about the interactions that the audience has with the piece. And the idea of impactful form would hopefully encourage people to step closer, take a look around, and move around the different pieces.
